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CONGRESSMAN ISSA APPLAUDS SPENDING VETO THREAT

Washington, DC – Following President George W. Bush’s statement on the budget where he reiterated his threat to veto bills with excessive spending, Rep. Darrell Issa (R-CA) today pledged his support to maintain a Presidential veto of any spending bill passed by the Democratic Congress exceeding the budget request made by the President.
