Dear Colleague,
It has recently been brought to my attention that references to God and recognition of our religious heritage have been diminished or removed entirely from the new Capitol Visitor Center, scheduled to open next year.  
I am introducing legislation to ensure that the Pledge of Allegiance and the national motto, “In God We Trust,” are each given their rightful place and displayed prominently and permanently.  This legislation would also prohibit the removal of language or other content from exhibits on the grounds that the language or content includes religious or Judeo-Christian references.  
Like many of you, I am disheartened by the repeated attempts of some to bar the inclusion of faith and religious themes when commemorating our American heritage.  
Recently, many Members of Congress stood up and defended the Constitutional right of free speech in regards to a rule instituted by the Architect of the Capitol disallowing religious expressions from being printed on flag certificates.  In response to this and in addition to public outcry, the Architect rescinded the rule.  

Please join me in ensuring that our heritage is preserved and is properly represented in the Capitol Visitor Center.  Our sacred heritage is fundamental to the founding of our nation and it must be defended.  The Pledge of Allegiance is commonly recited at public events and in our children’s classrooms.  Our nation’s motto is printed on our currency, and is imprinted within the Capitol building itself.  To deny the inclusion of the Pledge of Allegiance and our nation’s motto in the Capitol Visitor Center is to challenge factual aspects of our American heritage.
