In 1965, Guarini was elected as a Democrat to the New Jersey State senate.  He went on to serve there until 1972, when he was elected as a Member Ninety-sixth United States Congress.  Guarini served in Congress for six terms, ending his service in 1993.

After graduating from high school in Woonsocket, she attended Dakota Wesleyan University, where she met her future husband, George McGovern.  The two were married in 1943.

Throughout her husband’s career as a Democratic Representative, Senator, and presidential nominee, Eleanor campaigned frequently.  In 1974 she published her memoir entitled, “Uphill: A Personal Journey.”   In her later years she was active in numerous volunteer and community service organizations, including the Child Development Center and the McGovern Family Foundation.  Eleanor McGovern died on January 25, 2007, at the age of 85. 
Committee Action:  H.R. 2654 was introduced on June 11, 2007, and was referred to the Committee on Oversight and Government Reform, which held a mark-up and reported the bill by unanimous consent on July 19, 2007. 
Cost to Taxpayers:  A CBO score of H.R. 2654 is unavailable, but the only costs associated with a U.S. post office renaming are those for sign and map changes, none of which significantly affect the federal budget.

According to the Associated Press, Merrill, who was born in Brooklyn in 1919, made his operatic debut in 1944 in Trenton, New Jersey.  He went on to perform at the Met for 31 consecutive seasons, performing in virtually every operatic baritone role.  In 1969, Merrill began a tradition of singing the season opening rendition of “The Star Spangled Banner” at Yankee Stadium.  
Merrill died at home in suburban New York in October of 2004.  He was 85 years old. 

Committee Action:  H.R. 2778 was introduced on June 19, 2007, and was referred to the Committee on Oversight and Government Reform, which held a mark-up and reported the bill by unanimous consent on August 2, 2007. 
Cost to Taxpayers:  A CBO score of H.R. 2778 is unavailable, but the only costs associated with a U.S. post office renaming are those for sign and map changes, none of which significantly affect the federal budget.

H.R. 2825 — To designate the facility of the United States Postal Service located at 326 South Main Street in Princeton, Illinois, as the “Owen Lovejoy Princeton Post Office Building” (Weller, R-IL)
Order of Business:  H.R. 2825 is scheduled to be considered on Monday, September 10, 2007, under a motion to suspend the rules and pass the bill.    

Summary:  H.R. 2825 would designate the facility of the United States Postal Service located at 326 South Main Street in Princeton, Illinois, as the “Owen Lovejoy Princeton Post Office Building”.

Additional Information:  According to the Sponsor’s office, “Owen Lovejoy (1811-1864) was born in Albine, Maine.  He was one of eight children of highly religious parents, his father had been a Presbyterian minister.  After the death of his father in 1833, Owen taught school in order to support himself in college and law school.  In 1836, after becoming a convert of abolitionism, he moved to Alton, Illinois to study for the ministry under his brother Elijah P. Lovejoy.  Just one year later, Elijah Lovejoy was killed at the hands of a drunken anti-abolition mob in Alton.  After his brother’s death, Owen vowed to devote himself to “the cause that has been sprinkled with my brother’s blood.”  He eventually became a minister at the Congregational church of Princeton, Illinois, a position he held for seventeen years.  Lovejoy used his pulpit to attack slavery.  In fact, it was also during this time that he operated the ‘Lovejoy Line’- which helped slaves trying to gain their freedom.
“In 1856, Lovejoy was elected to Congress with the help of a fellow Illinoisan- Abraham Lincoln.  Mr. Lovejoy was elected to Congress four times and continued his work as an abolitionist, working with members in both chambers to weaken slavery and achieve a measure of equality for all people regardless of race.  In 1863 he introduced the legislative version of the Emancipation Proclamation but did not get to see the fruits of his efforts.  Mr. Lovejoy died on March 25, 1864 — two weeks before the introduction of the Thirteenth Amendment to the Constitution.”
Committee Action:  H.R. 2825 was introduced on June 21, 2007, and referred to the Committee on Oversight and Government Reform, which held a mark up on July 19, 2007, and reported the bill by unanimous consent.  
Cost to Taxpayers:  A CBO score of H.R. 2825 is unavailable, but the only costs associated with a post office renaming are those for sign and map changes, which do not significantly affect the federal budget.

H. Res. 257 — Supporting the goals and ideals of Pancreatic Cancer Awareness Month (Platts, R-PA)
Order of Business:  H.Res. 257 is scheduled to be considered on Monday, September 10, 2007, under a motion to suspend the rules and pass the resolution.    

Summary:  H.Res. 257 would express that the sense of the House of Representatives supports the goals and ideals of Pancreatic Cancer Awareness Month.
The resolution lists the following findings:

· “Over 37,170 people will be diagnosed with pancreatic cancer this year in the United States; 

· “pancreatic cancer is the fourth most common cause of cancer death in the United States; 

· “75 percent of pancreatic cancer patients die within the first year of their diagnosis, and only 5 percent survive more than 5 years, making pancreatic cancer the deadliest of any cancer; 

· “there has been no significant improvement in survival rates in the last 25 years, and pancreatic cancer research is still in the earliest scientific stages; 

· “there are no early detection methods and minimal treatment options for pancreatic cancer; 

· “when symptoms of pancreatic cancer generally present themselves, it is too late for an optimistic prognosis, and the average survival rate of those diagnosed with metastasis disease is only 3 to 6 months; 

· “the incidence rate of pancreatic cancer is 40 to 50 percent higher in African Americans than in other ethnic groups; 

· “the Pancreatic Cancer Action Network (PanCAN) is the first and only national patient advocacy organization that serves the pancreatic cancer community by focusing its efforts on public policy, research funding, patient services, and public awareness and education related to developing effective treatments and a cure for pancreatic cancer; and 

· “the Pancreatic Cancer Action Network has requested that the Congress designate November as Pancreatic Cancer Awareness Month in order to educate communities across the Nation about pancreatic cancer and the need for research funding, early detection methods, effective treatments, and prevention programs”.

Committee Action:  H.Res. 257 was introduced on March 30, 2007, and referred to the Committee on Government Reform and Oversight.  A mark-up session was held for H.Res. 257 on June 12, 2007 and the bill was reported by voice vote. 

Cost to Taxpayers:  The resolution authorizes no expenditure.
