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Herger Responds to Speaker’s Plan to 

Block Vote on Colombia Trade Agreement
(WASHINGTON, D.C.) -- Congressman Wally Herger today released the following statement on Speaker Pelosi’s plan to deny Members of Congress an opportunity to vote on the U.S.-Colombia Trade Promotion Agreement:
“If the Speaker is truly concerned about the welfare of America’s working families then she would schedule a fair, up-or-down vote on the Colombia agreement immediately.   Speaker Pelosi’s announcement that preventing a vote on the U.S.-Colombia Trade Promotion Agreement somehow keeps ‘with how the rules of the House have governed how trade agreements have traditionally been brought to the floor under TPA’ is at best uninformed and at worst is knowingly misleading.  This is a vote against Colombia plain and simple.

“The House has always considered free trade agreements, whether submitted by Democrat or Republican Presidents, under procedures that guarantee Members of Congress the opportunity to vote on the agreement.  This agreement levels the playing field for American workers by eliminating duties on U.S. exports to Colombia.  During this time of economic uncertainty, rapidly growing U.S. exports is one of the few bright spots in our economy.  

“This agreement immediately eliminates Colombian duties on diesel and aircraft engines, tractors, computer equipment, and appliances.  These products are made by U.S. workers who rely on exports to support their jobs and their families.  Preventing a vote on the U.S.-Colombia Trade Promotion Agreement is unfair and would deny these workers the opportunity to make a living.”
