Herger Calls on Speaker Pelosi to 

Allow Vote on “Win-Win” Colombia FTA
(WASHINGTON, D.C.) -- Congressman Wally Herger (CA-02), ranking member of the House Ways and Means Subcommittee on Trade, today joined Commerce Secretary Carlos M. Gutierrez, Senate Republican Leader Mitch McConnell, House Republican Leader John Boehner, and other leaders at a press conference to call on Speaker Pelosi to reverse course and promptly allow an up-or-down vote on the Colombia Trade Promotion Agreement.  Herger issued the following statement: 
“Nancy Pelosi's decision to shelve the Colombia agreement is tragic.  It sends the wrong message to potential trading partners, and only encourages Colombia's adversaries in South America.  The U.S.-Colombia Trade Promotion Agreement would create jobs for U.S. workers by leveling the playing field for our exports.  Rather than turning our back on this critical Latin American ally, Congress should pass the Colombia trade agreement as soon as possible.  Doing so would be a win-win for U.S. workers and Colombia's continuing efforts to improve security, bolster the rule of law, and expand its market economy.”
