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MARSHALL’S CAMPAIGN TO END THE DISABLED VETERANS TAX LEADS TO FIRST REAL BREAKTHROUGH





(Washington, DC) – In a groundbreaking development, the leadership of the House of Representatives bowed to pressure from veterans brought about by Representative Marshall’s discharge petition campaign to end the Disabled Veterans Tax.





The House Leadership proposed to eliminate the Disabled Veterans Tax for veterans who are 50% or more disabled, phased in over 10 years.  In addition, disabled Guard and Reserve veterans would be included under the plan as of January 1, 2004.  Finally, a commission would be created to examine the Disabled Veterans Tax issue and the future of veterans benefits.  It would report its findings to Congress 15 months after it convenes.





“I’m glad that the grassroots pressure on Congress from America’s veterans led to today’s compromise, and I am heartened by today’s developments.  With our victory today, we are gaining the momentum we need to complete the abolishment of the Disabled Veterans Tax in the near future,” said Marshall.
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
