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ROBINS AIR FORCE BASE TO RECEIVE FUNDS FOR AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE SHOP CONSTRUCTION
(Washington, D.C.) – U.S. Representative Jim Marshall announced that the Robins Air Logistics Center is slated to receive $7.9 million for the construction of a new consolidated aircraft maintenance shop.

Both Marshall, a Vietnam veteran and member of the House Armed Services Committee, and Rep. Jack Kingston (R-GA) had requested funding for construction of the new aircraft maintenance shop.  The new maintenance facility will replace the temporary trailers currently being used and is expected to significantly improve the aircraft maintenance process.
“This is very significant for the future of Robins Air Force Base.  As one of the critical air logistics centers for the Air Force, Robins needs to continue to expand and upgrade its facilities,” said Marshall.  “This project was a high priority for both Jack Kingston and me, and I’m very pleased at our success.”  

The Armed Services Subcommittee on Readiness, at Marshall’s request, authorized the $7.9 million in funding for the aircraft maintenance project this afternoon.  The funding for this project will come from the Military Construction budget, which is separate from the rest of the Department of Defense budget. 

“I am pleased that Robins Air Force Base will receive funding for the expansion of the aircraft maintenance facilities,” said Marshall.  “Robins is Middle Georgia’s economic engine.  Expanding the base’s facilities and creating new jobs will help our economy.”
