Finally, water for farmers  
It has been a long road for farmers in the Klamath Basin along the California and 
Oregon border, but finally it looks as if their water supplies will keep flowing and 
their communities will be spared more devastation from reductions in water.  
On Friday, U.S. District Judge Saundra Armstrong turned back efforts by environ-
mentalists, Native Americans and fishermen to keep more water in the Klamath 
River, which would reduce water for farmers who are dependent on water released 
by the federal Bureau of Reclamation. Last year, the federal government shut off 
the water to the 1,400 farms there so that water levels in the Klamath Lake would 
rise and protect populations of suckerfish and coho salmon.

Oracle deal a rush job, lawyer testifies 
A state lawyer testified Monday that she was given just hours to review a hastily 
drafted contract with Oracle Corp. but felt pressure from "a higher authority" to 
remain quiet about her misgivings.  
Cynthia Curry, senior counsel for the Department of General Services, said she 
first saw the final $95 million contract with Oracle at 5:30 p.m. on May 31, 2001 -- 
the day the deal was signed and approved by the Davis administration.  
General Services director Barry Keene, told her not to make waves about a contract 
she thought was flawed.  "I really had not seen a contract that had so many people 
pushing at a higher level of government." Curry stated.  
Baheti resigned last week as Davis' director of e-government after admitting he 
met an Oracle lobbyist over drinks and accepted a $25,000 check for the governor's 
re-election campaign. The check was sent to the Davis campaign two weeks after 
the contract was signed.  
The auditor contends taxpayers could end up spending between $6 million and $41 
million more for database software than if there had been no contract with Oracle. 
The contract, however, would commit the state to buying 270,000 Oracle software 
licenses, even though a state survey found only five out of 127 state agencies ex-
pressed interest in Oracle software. The auditor said about 50,000 software licenses 
would have been closer to the actual need.
