The 30 x 30 x 4 inch size requirement includes the frame! Artwork cannot
weigh more than 15 pounds. Nothing larger will be accepted.

Students are required to provide a written explanation about their piece in order to
help the judges understand the students’ thoughts and purpose in creating the
particular art piece. The explanation (no longer than one page) should provide
information that the student would want the judge to consider about his or her piece
during the evaluation process.

Entries cannot violate copyright law! Any entry reproduced from an existing
photograph, painting or any other work by another person will NOT be accepted.
