REQUIREMENTS FOR BEING A PAGE

1. AGE - Pages must be at least 16 years old on the day the page term in which they wilt serve
begins. Verification of age is required.

2. GRADE LEVEL - Fall or Spring Term - A page serving in the academic year must be a junior in
high school. The House Page School only offers a juinor year course of study.

SUMMER TERM -A page servinq during the summer term must have completed the 10"
grade and not yet entered the 12 " grade.

3, ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS - Full or Spring Term - Page Board regulations require that
candidates must have maintained at least a 3.0 academic Grade Point Average, in their major
subjects, for the 9" and 10" grades. If grading is on a numericnl scale, the GPA must be at least 85.
THERE ARE ABSOLUTELY NO EXCEFTIONS! Only English, Mathematics, Science, Social
studies and a foreign language are considered in determining the GPA.

SUMMER TERM —There is no page school during the summer. There are no acadernic
requirements for Summer pages.

4, CITIZENSHIP OR ALIEN STATUS ~ pages must be U.S. Citizens or aliens (green card). Aliens
possessing only a student visa are not eligible.

5. APPOINTMENT - Applicants can only be appointed by the Democratic Leader, the Honorable
Nancy Peiosi of California. Every session, the Leader chooses a different group of House Members
to submit nominations. No other office or individual can appoint a page. If you are appointed, you
will receive confirmation in a letter from the Democratic Leader
